Fungus Foray Report 2019 
 
On Saturday 9th November 2019 the water levels in 
the reservoir were high and the paths through the study 
area were boggy. The areas on the shore where we 
explored last year were under water, but a group of 22 
people still thoroughly enjoyed their fungi foray walk.  
 

The members of the Sussex Fungus Society who 
joined us were very friendly and helpful enabling all of 
us to keep up with the finds and identifications as we 
got spread out making our way out to Pintail Point and 
back.  
 

Thanks to the many pairs of experienced eyes we 
found some 74 species; including: large ones; very 
small ones; jelly ones; carpet ones and quite rare ones.  
 

The quite rare one was Guepiniopsis buccinia. There 
are only about a dozen records for the UK and it is new 
to East Sussex. It has a more or less worldwide 
distribution but prefers broad-leaf woodland in 
temperate/subtropical climates where it is a weak 
saprophyte, decomposing dead wood. It is a 
basidiomycete related to other 'jelly' fungi such as 
Stag's Horn.  
 

Our thanks to Nick Aplin the Chair of The Sussex 
Fungus Society, for leading the walk. We were also 
privileged to have Martin Allison with us, who is the 
county recorder for basidiomycete fungi. Nick is the 
recorder for ascomycetes. 
It is unusual to have both of them together covering 
such a wide spectrum of the fungi kingdom.  
 
A full list of the fungi species found with photos can be 
seen on our website, where there is also a detailed 
explanation of what are basidiomycete and 
ascomycetes fungi types.

Whillet’s Butterflies 
 

Of the 31 species of butterfly recorded at Whillet’s, 26 
were noted in 2019 including two new species with a 
sighting of a Chalkhill Blue & Brown Argus.  
 

Another rarer butterfly is the secretive Brown 
Hairstreak first seen at the meadows in 2018 and this 
year it was seen again.  We also found some eggs to 
confirm an attempt to breed at the site. 
 

It was a better year for our Small, Essex & Large 
Skippers, Ringlet had a max count of 132 in July, 
Meadow Brown max count of 97 & Gatekeeper max 
count of 76 - all had their highest maximum counts for 
5 years. 
 

Orange Tip also had a better year, but Small 
Tortoiseshell has drastically declined nationally, we 
had just 1 sighting at the meadows, where it was once 
quite common.

Nature Reserve News Winter ‘19/’20 
 

Whillet’s Reed bed in Winter:   In our last newsletter I mentioned the work carried out in early autumn to 

further open up the reed bed, cutting back more Willow to allow some further reed bed expansion, but still 
retaining the natural winter protection the reed bed gets by keeping a ring of trees around it. 
 

In last winter’s roost counts we had counts of up to 230 Reed Buntings roosting, with only a few Starlings 
occasionally coming in. This winter that has changed substantially. Our first Reed Bunting count on 5th November 
gave 197 Reed Buntings which was a good count, and also 200 Starlings.  
 

However, on 11th November a total of 176 Reed Buntings entered the reed bed, but a colossal c3000 Starlings 
also came in. During the rest of November Starling counts varied between 500 & 2300 but there were further 
steady reductions in Reed Bunting numbers until by the 1st December only 100 Reed Buntings came in, but 640 
Starlings also roosted. 
 

We started to think the big increase in Starling numbers at our relatively small reed bed may be deterring the 
Reed Buntings from using the roost. We also saw some Starling murmurations as they displayed before they 
finally entered the reed bed, and this was now attracting a hunting Sparrowhawk nightly at dusk. Was this also a 
factor?  
 

The last 2 roost counts on 15/12 & 23/12 gave 153 & 155 Reed Bunting counts with 2330 & 1500 Starling counts 
respectively. We hope the Reed Bunting numbers have stabilised, even though we have increased Starling roost 
numbers, time will tell. The Starling numbers roosting are very unpredictable changing daily. 
 

The reed bed has also attracted at least two over wintering Water Rails with a third having been noted on the 
odd occasion within the Whillets area this winter. 
 

For those interested, the Starling roost can be viewed from the road looking over to the reed bed at dusk. Once 
the Starlings finally come into the reed bed, the noise from them before they settle for the night is really notable. 
Also the “squealing pig” calls from the Water Rails are often heard at dusk.                                            by Bob Johnson
